The Greenlee LS50L2 Battery-Hydraulic Knockout Driver
is a hand-held, self-contained knockout driver intended
to be used with Greenlee punches, dies, and drawstuds
for punching holes through mild steel, stainless steel,
brass, copper, aluminum, fiberglass, and plastics.

Slug-Splitter punches, dies, and drawstuds are capable
of punching through all of these materials and are
optimized for stainless steel. Refer to the “Capacity”
section in this manual for detailed information on
maximum driver rating.
